12 Days

Day-1. EDMONTON - LONDON: Flight to
London.

Day-2. LONDON: Meet Mariden tour
director and transfer to the city. Then start with
guided tour: See/Visit: the Tower Bridge, the
H.M.S. Belfast, the Tower of London, The
Monument with its massive Doric Columns,
Trafalgar Square, St. Paul’s Cathedral,
Houses of Parliament and Big Ben.
